A.  The grading procedure required by the school will be as followed:

B.  Late Work    

1.  Daily work will not be accepted without a penalty, 10 points off per day.

C.  Make – Up Work


1.  Make-up work or test is entirely the student’s responsibility.  The student

D.  Re - Test


1.  Students will have 5 days after the test is returned to request a retest.
